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Section 1:

The Administrator
The person who enforces this constitution.

Point 1:

Rights and Rules

Item A:

The administrator enforces this constitution.

Item B:

The administrator can take any action deemed necessary to make sure the constitution is complied with.

Item C:

Modification of this constitution can only be done officially by the administrator.

Item D:
The administrator owns all ‘Defacto’ and ‘Defacto 2’ naming and property rights in relation to this group.

Item E:

The administrator is and can only be Ipggi up until a time that Ipggi chooses to retire from the administrator job.

Item F:

The administrator must give approval to a group before it can become an affiliate.

Section 2:

Affiliated Groups
A group who uses the Defacto 2 services and it’s name to promote itself under the one banner.

Point 1:

Rights

Item A:

All affiliated groups gain access to all the available Defacto 2 resources.

Item B:

All affiliated groups are entitled to their own account on the official Defacto 2 webpage.

Item C:

The administrator when acting, as the administrator can not interfere in anyway with an affiliated group unless rule Section 2 - Point 2 – Item A is has been broken.

Item D:

If the administrator deems that the rule Section 2 - Point 2 – Item A has been broken the administrator must inform at least one leader of the affiliated group involved about the violation.

Item E: The administrator can only use Section 1 – Point 1 – Item B to the point of time that the violation of rule Section 2 - Point 2 – Item A has been fixed.

Item F: When the constitution is modified the administrator must inform at least one leader of the affiliated group of the modification.

Point 2:

Rules

Item A:

All affiliated groups must not violate the constitution.

Item B:

An affiliated group not must do anything criminally illegal in either The United States of America or The Commonwealth of Australia.

Item C:

To keep an affiliation with Defacto 2 the group must remain active. This is to the discretion of the administrator.

Item D:

A group must stay in its specifically chosen field.

Item E:

The group’s specifically chosen field can be of anything as long as it does not break rule Section 2 – Point 2 - Item B and the field is considered ‘underground’ by the administrator.

Point 3:

Leaders Rights

Item A:

All leaders of the affiliated groups gain the equivalent of ‘Eggdrop master access’ on the official Defacto 2 IRC channel bots.

Item B:

All leaders of the affiliated groups have a choice of either or both a POP3 e-mail account and an e-mail forwarding account.

Item C:

All leaders of the affiliated groups gain access to the Leaders webpage.

Point 4:

Leaders Rules

Item A:

It is the responsibility of the leaders of an affiliated group to make sure all their members’ rights are adhered to and implemented.

Point 5:

Members Rights
Item A:

All members of the affiliated groups gain the equivalent of ‘Eggdrop op access’ on the official Defacto 2 IRC channel bots.

Item B:

All members of the affiliated groups have access to a personalised e-mail forwarding account.

Section 3:

Official IRC Channel
Point 1:

Rules

Item A:

The administrator selects the official IRC channel of Defacto 2.

Item B:

Either the administrator or selected group leaders or the bot operators maintain the official Defacto 2 IRC channel.

Item C:

The administrator selects the official Defacto 2 IRC channel’s name, server and its bots.

Section 4:

Official Defacto 2 Webpage
Point 1:

Rules

Item A:

The official Defacto 2 webpage and its Internet domain is owned and paid for by the administrator.

Item B:

All commercial advertising profits obtained by the official Defacto 2 webpage is administrated by the administrator who uses the funds to pay towards the hosting costs.

Item C:

The administrator pays for all Defacto 2 monetary fees in relation to the official Defacto 2 webpage and its Internet domain.

Item D:

All commercial adverting on the Defacto 2 web-server must gain approval from the administrator.

Item E:

Anything criminally illegal in either The United States of America or The Commonwealth of Australia must not be hosted, or linked from (either directly or indirectly) any pages hosted on the official Defacto 2 webpage.

Item F:

Anything pornographic must not be hosted, or linked from (either directly or indirectly) any pages hosted on the official Defacto 2 webpage.
